2 Le Sanglier Vin de France Blanc (France)

Fresh and light with crisp citrus and pear notes.

1 Ponte Pinot Grigio Veneto (Italy)
Very light and neutral, revealing just a hint of green fruit.

1 Cloud Island Cape Series Sauvignon Blanc (S.Africa)
A familiar label and a familiar style of Sauvignon; tons of citrus and tropical fruits, 
with a little less intense acidity than it’s Kiwi sibling

A lovely, crisp acidity balances sunny tropical notes of pineapple, with a touch of 
stone fruit

1 Box of Budgies Sauvignon Blanc (New Zealand)
A youthful aroma of fruit and herbs is followed by a palate that is light and lively.

2 Franschhoek Cellar Chenin Blanc (South Africa)
Fresh pineapple, fleshy peach, nectarine and honeysuckle aromas supported by a 
line of bright citrus and tropical fruit that blossom on the palate and finish with a 
zesty freshness.

1 Medievo Barrel Fermented White Rioja (Spain)
A dry and light bodied white with an intense aroma dominated by oak and ripe 
fruit.

1 Vinho Verde Adega de Moncão (Portugal)
Plenty of spritz, a pale greenish colour, lively fruit and refreshing acidity define this 
modern Vinho Verde.

1 Nature de Roubie Organic Picpoul de Pinet (France)
A dry and light-bodied white wine that has a good balance of fruit and freshness.

1 Gavi Terre del Barolo (Italy)
Crisp, dry white wine, light and elegant with a long nutty finish.

1 Chablis, Moreau (France)
Steely and dry with a hint of green in the colour. Like all fine Chablis, the fruit is 
balanced by crisp acidity.

A very stylish and subtle dry white wine that shows floral and ripe fruit notes.

Pale pink 
with salmon pink reflections and fine intensity dominated by spices on the nose 
Fresh & lively on the palate.

Intense depth colour, cherry red to ruby. Primary aromas of ripe wild berries, 
balsamic and subtile toast, with velvety rich smooth deep notes.

B Bougrier Pure Vallée Pinot Noir (France)
Lifted and refreshing, with a crunchy palate of bright red berries, a subtle floral 
undertone and a backing of toasted spice

D Franschhoek Cellar 'The Churchyard' Cabernet 
Sauvignon (South Africa)
Blackcurrants and violets on the nose, followed by concentrated dark berry 
flavours with overtones of tobacco and spice,and a smooth rich juicy lingering 
finish

D Vitti Negroamaro Cantine San Marzano (Italy)
A full-bodied red wine that is piled high with rich ripe dark fruit. This is an Italian 
red that is hard to forget and often becomes a firm favourite once discovered.

D Esk Valley Merlot Cabernet Malbec (New Zealand)
A wonderfully complex and beautifully balanced blended red from this award 
winning producer comprises of some of our favourite red wine grapes masterfully 
balanced by this stunning winery.

E Yalumba The Cigar Cabernet Sauvignon (Australia)
The bouquet shows bright cherry, chocolate and musk aromas supported by 
savoury cedar oak. Vibrant with blueberries and rhubarb, the palate is balanced by 
chocolate and mint with the great tannin structure.

C Gevrey-Chambertin, Louis Jadot (France)
A marvellous wine that shows the classic Gevrey concentration with a deep 
colour, a richly fruity aroma of mixed black and red berries, firm but graceful 
tannins and a smooth texture to the long finish.

C Château Lagrange 3ème Cru Classé Saint-Julien 
(France)
This is a concentrated and complex wine with supple tannins and a long finish. 
Dark colour with purple tint on the rim, black cherry, blackcurrant and fresh 
prune.

2 Champagne Castelnau Brut Réserve NV (France)

A blend of the elegant freshness of Chardonnay and the fleshy succulence 
of Pinot Noir and Meunier. At least 5 years’ cellar ageing and the addition of reserve wines enhance 
the depth and body of this wine.

Toasty and biscuity on the nose with a good weight of fruit in the mouth.

1 Laurent Perrier Cuveé Rosé (France)
Elegant and fresh with red fruit character and rounded finish.

1 Taittinger ‘Comtes de Champagne’ Brut Blanc de Blanc
Supreme finesse and elegance define this light but complex “Prestige Cuvée”.
